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Assistance with Veterans Affairs Canada (VAC) 

The Royal Canadian Legion's Veterans Services Network works on behalf of Veterans to ensure 
they receive the benefits they deserve. We offer assistance and information on sometimes-
complicated processes.  

The Legion’s Veterans Services Network consists of volunteer Branch Service Officers 
and Professional Command Service Officers who provide assistance at all stages of the disability 
claim process, free of charge, whether or not you are a Legion member.   

�
How we help 

Legion Branch Service Officers are the eyes and ears of the Veterans Services Network at the 
grass roots level, who often first come into contact with Veterans and their families. Branch Service 
Officers assist Veterans by identifying those with unmet health needs and possible benefits from 
VAC and then by making appropriate referrals to Command Service Officers.   

The Legion's Professional Command Service Officers assist at the provincial and national level 
providing, among other things:  
 
·  Information and advice on available VAC programs and benefits 

·  Assistance with the preparation and submission of disability claims  

·  Assistance with the claims process from the first application up to and including a Request for 
Reconsideration with the Veterans Review and Appeal Board 

·  Professional advice and assistance in accessing other programs and benefits 

The services provided by Professional Command Legion Service Officers are free of charge, 
whether or not you are a Legion member. Our representation role is mandated through legislation. 

The Legion also assists and represents still serving Canadian Armed Forces members, RCMP 
members, and their families.

This month, we will learn more about the RCSCC Falkland cadet corps This article has been submitted by

Royal Canadian Sea Cadet Corps (RCSCC) Falkland, based at Canadian Forces Naval Reserve Unit 
HMCS Carleton at Dow’s Lake in Ottawa, was established on March 4, 1923 by the Navy League of Canada 
under the Command of LCdr. A. Lewis Watson to promote the development of Ottawa's youth into good 
citizens and to create a pool of motivated, trained recruits for the fledgling Royal Canadian Navy. In 1939, 
the corps participated in the visit of the King and Queen and in particular, the laying of the Corner Stone of 
the Supreme Court of Canada building on Wellington Street in Ottawa. RCSCC Falkland has also performed 
in numerous Ceremony of the Flags presentations on Parliament Hill. The display originated from the 
Sunset Ceremony that was held by the Royal Canadian Navy after the introduction of the Canadian 
Flag on Parliament Hill in 1965.  On August 31 1967, local sea cadet units and the HMCS Carleton 
band performed the ceremony on Parliament Hill. For the most part, the Royal Canadian Sea 
Cadets perform the ceremony annually, with the most prominent ones being held at Cadet Summer Training 
Centers HMCS Acadia (East Coast) HMCS Ontario (Central Canada) and HMCS Quadra (West 
Coast). These are just a few of the many high-profile engagements that RCSCC Falkland have participated 
in since its inception.   

In 1995, her worship Jacquelin Holzman, Mayor of the City of Ottawa, proclaimed April 29, 1995, to be 
RCSCC Falkland Day, and invited the corps to march freely through the streets of Ottawa with bayonets 
fixed, colours flying and drums beating. A feat that was repeated when RCSCC Falkland marched with their 
counterparts from army and air cadet corps in the Freedom of the City parade in 2017. Over the past 97 
years, RCSCC Falkland has continued to operate without interruption under the sponsorship of first the 
Navy League of Canada, and then the Navy League of Canada Ottawa Branch. As alluded to previously, 
RCSCC Falkland also enjoys the added benefit and support of HMCS Carleton, and the friendship and 
support of countless Falkland alumni who have risen to distinction in both the military and their own civilian 
careers. Fun fact, Commander Christopher Rochon, the current Commanding Officer of HMCS Halifax, 
which is currently deployed on Operation Reassurance, is a former Coxswain of RCSCC Falkland. 

RCSCC Falkland offers training on a weekly basis during the academic school year and a light training 
program in the summer months. The regular training program teaches sea cadets the tenets of the Cadet 
Canadian Organization, i.e., to develop the attributes of good citizenship and leadership, promote physical 
fitness and stimulate an interest in the sea element (RCN) of the Canadian Armed Forces. RCSCC Falkland 
also participates in optional training activities such as band and drill competitions, marksmanship and 
biathlon competitions, orienteering competitions, various parades and ceremonies in local communities, and 
sailing regattas. Over the last 10 years, RCSCC Falkland has also participated in several educational and 
recreational trips during March Break to a variety of locations including Victoria, BC; Quebec City, QC; 
Halifax, NS; Boston, MA; Washington, DC; Norfolk, VA; and Chicago, IL. 

RCSCC Falkland routinely participates in numerous community related activities throughout the training 
year from September to June. In addition to the annual Remembrance Day and Battle of the Atlantic 
ceremonies, cadets participate in Poppy Campaigns, Cleaning the Capital, volunteer at local Food Banks 
and hand out gifts to veterans at the Perley and Rideau Veteran's Health Centre on Christmas Eve. RCSCC 
Falkland’s band is also in great demand. Every year, they march in Christmas parades in in various 
communities; they have played at professional baseball games for the Ottawa Champions; and have 
cheered on participants at the annual Army Run and Navy Bike Ride. 
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RCSCC Falkland is sponsored locally by the Navy League of Canada – Ottawa Branch. Navy League 
members volunteer their time and energy to help ensure the success of sea cadet corps through fundraising 
activities such as tag days and recruiting. RCSCC Falkland routinely participates in 2-3 tag days a year. The 
Ottawa Branch has over 15 dedicated members and the current president is Ms. Karen Duval. 

Every corps has a motto and crest; RCSCC Falkland’s motto is “Desire the Right” and the crest hangs 
proudly over the Parade Deck at HMCS Carleton. The current crest and ship’s badge was approved in 
1982. The corps is named in honour of the Battle of the Falkland Islands, which took place on December 7, 
1914. The badge itself is derived from the Coat of Arms of the Falkland Islands. The ship represents the 
"Desire" of the sailors who discovered the Islands, and the cross on the sail symbolizes the Southern Cross 
constellation. 

Word from the Commanding Officer: 

Now that the training year has come to another successful conclusion, it’s time we take a moment to reflect 
on all that has been accomplished. March 2020 saw the whole world being struck a blow with the Covid-19 
pandemic which changed all our lives in ways that most of us have not experienced in our lifetimes. This 
was no different for our Falkland family – gone were the routines we had become accustomed to, only to be 
replaced with an endless stream of new directives and safety precautions.  No in-person training until further 
notice, stay at home, social distance, wash your hands, wear a mask, and the list goes on. This did not just 
apply to cadets, but became a new way of life for all of us to help flatten curve and hopefully one day return 
to some form of normalcy. This did not stop us though – it only made us more resilient. Our leadership team 
(both staff and senior cadets) have been worked tirelessly to ensure we continued to deliver a quality 
training program that promotes engagement and retention. Here are a few of the amazing things we have 
been able to accomplish this training year with a little ingenuity: 
 
·  We’ve held a virtual Remembrance Day and Battle of the Atlantic tributes 
·  We’ve held multiple challenges and trivia nights 
·  We’ve created and delivered new/improved virtual training sessions 
·  We’ve had 85-95 virtual participants on a weekly basis 
·  We recruited 24 new cadets 
·  We switched online training platforms from WebEx to Discord 
·  We created a new hybrid training plan 
·  We created new uniform issue/exchange procedures 
·  We hosted a virtual visit for the CJCR Command Team 
·  We hosted a virtual visit for the CO of HMCS Halifax, which is currently deployed 
·  We participated in a virtual exchange with RCSCC Iroquois in Nova Scotia 
·  Our cadets participated in newly created virtual courses, such as the Cadet Activity Program (CAP), 

Psychological First Aid and Pleasure Craft Operator Certificate training 
·  And the list goes on 

Notwithstanding, we met all of these challenges head on and I am extremely proud and fortunate to be the 
Commanding Officer of such a great crew. Unfortunately, we had to cancel a number of our in-person 
training activities due to the pandemic, but I can say without hesitation, there is light at the end of the tunnel 
and we will get through this together. 

I would like thank my crew, with special thanks to my Training Department, who made our transition into the 
virtual world seamless. I would like to thank all their spouses and families for supporting them in their 
endeavours, for without their support, we would not have been able to have accomplished what we did. I 
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would like to thank our Navy League Ottawa Branch partners for their unending support, with special thanks 
to their President, Mrs. Karen Duval, their Treasurer, Mr. Gerry Powell and the VP Sea Cadets, Mr. Jason 
O’Dale. I would equally like to thank the Royal Canadian Legion Branch 641 Barrhaven, with special thanks 
to their President, Stéphane Guy and Cadet Chair David Sereda for their support and contribution. I would 
also like to thank HMCS Carleton, with special thanks to Commander Sheyla Dussault, for all her assistance 
over the past year and allowing us to continue to call her ship our home. And last, but certainly not least, I 
would like to thank our cadets for their resilience in the face of adversity, their tenacity and innovation, and 
their unending commitment to make RCSCC Falkland one of the best sea cadet corps in Canada.
